5. Careers in Technology - List at least five (5) careers that might revolve around mobile technology. 
Presentation design: Firstly you will need to decide how your PowerPoint presentation is going to look. Remember, it is PowerPoint not Power Essay! This will determine the quality of your presentation. 
You must have 
· A cover page 

· Hyperlinked pages using  navigation buttons

· A table of contents
· Reference Bibliography of all sites used
· Use images, tables or charts to enhance your presentation
· Slide Transitions and animations may improve your mark

· Develop a plan as to the layout of your PowerPoint (content, slides, layout, animations etc.).

· Design your own titles (Photoshop - Fireworks) and backgrounds (Illustrator -Photoshop) that you are going to use. (see Backgrounds in Illustrator How to)
· Collect and/or produce any images that you are going to include.
Present a series of slides that gives young adults information on the main topics.

(These could be sub headings)
