TASK 1:  The impact of movies on society (100 marks)

Movies have been around a long time. People have been painting images on cave walls to depict scenes of action. Before you start making movies for yourself, you need to understand what the impact has been and where the future of movies is headed.

You are required to investigate and report on the impact of media technology (particularly movies) on our society over the last 20 years. Discuss the technology used, both past and present and consider future directions.

This should be in the form of an essay. You must include substantial written content  most of which should be your thoughts. Your essay must be at least 2000 words and can include  arguments for or against the impact of movies on society for a specific area i.e. violence (item 2 below). 

What you need to do:

1. Investigate the early days of movies.

· Who made them?

· What was their function?

· What sort of hardware was used?

· How were they distributed?

· What changes to technology are likely to impact on movies in the future?
2. Research the impact movies have had on:

· individuals

· on the wider community

· on laws and censorship.

You can generalise or select a topic i.e. Violence, Love, Crime, Propaganda etc.

With your investigation and research material, you are to create an essay which summarises your findings.

3. Prepare a draft of your report ensuring: 

· inclusion of all major findings

· referencing of all sources used

· report is correctly formatted

· review and finalise
