All essays follow the following pattern

An Introduction 

Tells the reader what your are going to discuss and your perspective on the contents

Body

The main thrust of your arguments, supported by evidence from books, magazines, the Internet or other sources that support your arguments all of these MUST contain reference details - author, article, book, volume, pages etc.

Conclusion

Summarises you argument/s and resolves the answers to the theme of the essay

Bibliography

A list of all references used, should be in the correct format
