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Click on New and select A4 page 300dpi

2. Click on the T text tool Type your name, then using the T Type tool drag across your text to select it.

From the toolbar select a font and a size of 60pt

Change the colour click here
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Click on Layer - Layer Style and select Bevel and Emboss (move the dialog box to one side to view text underneath)
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Play with the bevel controls

5. Click on Edit   Paste into and paste your text into this image, move the image around using the pointer tool to get the best effect.

 

There are three Type tools   Point  (One line)     Paragraph and            Fit to Path
1. Point is click and type

2. Paragraph drag the type tool before you type (or hold down ALT) 

3. Type on path click the Type cursor on a pen path 

4. If you cannot paste into a text select the Text Tool and reset it
