Logos are very important parts of web designing and they can be made with letters and graphics. Here we will learn to design simple logos using custom shapes in Photoshop.

Smart, Colourful and unique Bird Logo

Let's start designing the logo. It's very simple.
Step 1: Open a new file by clicking on File>New choose International and A6  as shown
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Step 2: Create a new layer. Name it logo.

Step 3: Choose the [image: image3.jpg]


custom shape tool seen in the tools panel on the right. [image: image4.jpg][mmol ¢ #E000 NG|
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The above panel will appear. 

Select Styles and as follows…


Step 4: Click on the Shape drop down menu seen on the top toolbar. Click on the arrow and select Animals. Select style as Buttons. Look for the angled spectrum button which is there. Look for the bird which is in the banner and drag it to the canvas with the size you want. 

You may need to append the buttons to the styles 
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   Use  the little arrow on the style drop down and select Buttons then click Append (these will be at the bottom)
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Now find the button angled spectrum button
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Wow! Your nice colourful Bird logo is ready!

Bright Sun Logo 
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Follow the steps:
Step 1:Choose the [image: image10.jpg]


custom shape tool seen in the tools panel on the right. Click on the Shape drop down menu seen on the top toolbar. 

Click on the arrow and select Nature. 
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Look for the sun symbol which is there and drag it to the canvas with the size you want or draw it on your canvas.

Make sure the mode is set to RPG 
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Select two colours in the Foreground and background palette I chose red (fb3204 ) and light yellow (eee2b3)
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Step 2:Now click on magic wand tool [image: image12.jpg]


 and ste this to 32 then select the sun arms. Now create a gradient. Select Gradient tool[image: image13.jpg]


 . Select or use your colours or Color harmonies2 from the dropdown menu of gradient tool and chose the gradient which has orange to yellow gradient. Now click on the sun and drag from top to down. Your sun have the sun effect now. 
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Play with the Gradient types and make your sun

Change the center gradient to radial Center and drag from the center

Paste three samples below:

Select Fill pixels [image: image15.jpg]Rekeir)



(third button seen in the tools panel in the left). 

Step 3:To make the text appear on top of the sun.
Click on [image: image16.jpg]


and the below panel will appear on top of the photoshop file. [image: image17.jpg]



Select T[image: image18.jpg]»



 and the below screen will appear.
Warp Text Screen Click on style as Arc Say ok.
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Now you can write your company name.

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Follow the steps:

custom shape tool seen in the tools panel on the right. Click on the Shape drop down menu seen on the top toolbar. Click on the arrow and select Ornaments. Look for the ornament which is in the banner of website header 2. Here give color as Black. Drag the shape to the canvas.

Click on this Shape drop down menu. Click on the arrow and select Symbols. Look for the star symbol which is in the banner of website header 2. Click on the color as #A83C56.
Drag the star in the canvas.

Smart Star Logo 
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Follow the steps:
Choose the [image: image26.jpg]


custom shape tool seen in the tools panel on the right. Click on the Shape drop down menu seen on the top toolbar. Click on the arrow and select Nature. Select style as Texture. Look for the pixelated texture which is there. Look for the star which is in the banner and drag it to the canvas with the size you want. 

Your logo is ready!

Attractive Fire Logo 
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Follow the steps: 
Step 1:First choose the [image: image28.jpg]


custom shape tool seen in the tools panel on the right. Click on the Shape drop down menu seen on the top toolbar. Click on the arrow and select Symbols. Look for the first symbol which is in the banner.Select Fill pixels [image: image29.jpg]Rekeir)



(third button seen in the tools panel in the left). Drag the fire symbol to the canvas.
Step 2:Now click on magic wand tool[image: image30.jpg]


 and select only the flames. 
Step 3: Now create a gradient. Select Gradient tool[image: image31.jpg]


. Select Color harmonies2 from the dropdown menu of gradient tool and chose the gradient which has orange to yellow gradient. Now click on the flames and drag from top to down. Your flames have the color effect of fire. 

Step 4:Now choose the wood with magic wand tool and select the wood. Now choose a wood color like brown and fill it while choosing paint tool. Now go to filter/pixelate/fragment to get the wood effect. 

Your fire logo is ready!

Brush sizes 

Note: It is useful to increase or decrease the brush size;  select a brush type, soft edge hard  edge or and effects brush...   then use this slider 

to change the size. 

Drag the mouse over the image to check the size of the brush.

The Layers Palette

The Layers palette is your essential tool for working with layers. It contains a list of all your layers (referred to by name), starting with the topmost layer, and provides a thumbnail of the contents of each layer. Only one layer can be active at a time; the active layer is selected. You can use the Layers palette to perform many tasks (e.g., create, delete, hide, merge, and flatten layers).

To open the Layers palette:

    1.
From the Window menu, Layers (F7)
The Layers palette appears on the Photoshop window.

To close the Layers palette:

From the Window menu, select Hide Layers
OR

Click the X in the upper right hand corner of the Layers palette

The Layers palette disappears from the Photoshop window into the dock – if you want you can drag the dock out onto the screen.

Hiding/Displaying Layers

You may find it useful to hide layers while working in Photoshop. For example, when merging layers, you can hide some layers so that they will not be merged. Visible layers have an EYE icon next to them, hidden layers do not appear when you save your work.
You can toggle between visible and hidden by clicking in the corresponding layer's Eye column.

Eyes shows or hides layer,  






layer above is on top move up or down or add a new layer.



Help Note: Layer Selection Tips

When you select (i.e., click) a layer in the Layers palette, that layer is active. Review the following tips to learn about selection rules:

Only one layer can be active at a time, (highlighted in blue).

The name of the active layer appears in the title bar of the image window. 

Changes affect only the active layer even though you view the whole image in the image window.

To hide several layers:

On the Layers palette, click the EYE icon corresponding to the layer(s) (and background) you wish to hide to select several layers click and drag within the Eye column to select the layers at once

These layers are now hidden.
