Copyright Law and How it Works

Everything original that you write (or draw or paint or whatever), regardless of whether it is an email, a painting, an image, a thesis, a web page, a paragraph on a forum, or anything else is automatically copyright protected by you. Copyright Laws

Answer:
The Copyright Act of 1976 applies to all creative works. A copyright means the original author or creator of the work retains exclusive ownership of the work. Fair use guidelines allow educators to use and copy certain copyrighted materials for nonprofit educational purposes.

Internet Ethics

 Answer:
Objectionable materials on the Internet include racist literature and obscene pictures and videos. Computer ethics are the moral guidelines that govern the use of computers, networks, and information systems. Filtering software programs prevent browsers from displaying materials from targeted sites or materials that contain certain keywords or phrases.

Educational Controls

 Answer:
Controls to prevent student access to inappropriate Internet sites include filtering software, Acceptable Use Policies, use of curriculum pages, and teacher observation. An Acceptable Use Policy (AUP) is a set of rules that governs the use of school and school district computers, networks, and the Internet. A curriculum page is a teacher-created document or Web page that contains links to teacher chosen and evaluated Web sites that match curriculum goals. Teacher observation involves teachers monitoring their students actively and continuously while they are on the Internet.

Health Issues

 Answer:
A repetitive strain injury (RSI) is an injury or disorder of the muscles, nerves, tendons, ligaments, and joints. Common RSIs include tendonitis and carpal tunnel syndrome. Tendonitis is the inflammation of a tendon due to repeated motion or stress on the tendon. Carpal tunnel syndrome (CTS) is the inflammation of the nerve that connects the forearm to the palm of the hand. Ergonomics is an applied science devoted to incorporating comfort, efficiency, and safety into the design of items in the workplace.
