Local Rules

(To be read in conjunction with the rules of golf )

1. Water: the river is a lateral water hazard and a ball may be dropped as near as possible to the point of entry to the hazard - penalty - one stroke 

2. Car Tracks: a ball lying in the wheel tracks may be lifted and dropped within one club length - but not nearer the hole - no penalty
3. Out of Bounds: a ball lying outside the boundary fence of the course is out of bounds. Penalty - one stroke and distance

4. Preferred Lies: one club length may be taken on the closely mown surface of the fairway being played 

5. Immovable Obstructions: all staked trees, sprinklers, tee signs and all other man made objects are immovable obstructions and relief may be taken by dropping within one club length.


SAFETY RULES

Players co-operation is requested in observing the following procedures to prevent staff from golf balls. When the flag has been removed the green is out of play and golfers are not to hit to the green until the flag has been replaced. Golfers must also wait for an approaching vehicle or mower to pass behind, or out of range before playing their shots. Alternatively golfers may be called upon to play their shots by the operator.
